HAMBURG-NOODLE CASSEROLE   Marjorie Blarr, St. James 
 
1 pkg medium noodles  1 can tomato soup 
1 lb. ground beef   1 can mushroom soup 
Few stalks celery   Butter 
 
Boil noodles.  Soften celery in butter; add ground beef.  Fry loose 
until cooked.  Add to noodles.  Mix in soups.  Bake in medium 
over, 20 minutes. 
 
FROZEN PUDDING                        Eudora Mudd, St. Clements 
 
½ lb sweet butter   1 tsp vanilla 
1 c sugar    2 Tbsp cocoa 
3 eggs    3 Tbsp boiling water 
Lady fingers 
 
Cream butter and sugar.  Separate eggs and beat both until stiff.  
Add gradually to creamed mixture.  Add vanilla.  Add cocoa 
dissolved in boiling water.  Line pan with lady fingers.  Add 
mixture and chill a few hours in refrigerator, or freeze, if possible.

2 tbsp salad oil   1 tbsp wine vinegar 
1/3 c sour cream   3 c thinly sliced celery 
½ c shredded carrots
